With the duck eggs in his hands, he panicked and began to run. As the sound of explosions grew nearer, suddenly there was a loud bang beside him, causing him to lose his balance for a moment. The duck eggs he was carrying rolled and broke, leaving a mess on the ground. Despite feeling disheartened, he didn't have time to clean up and continued running towards the nearest shelter.

  After the air raid finally ended, he made his way to the market with heavy steps. He only had some loose change in his pocket, barely enough to buy some rice to bring home. At that moment, a friend at the market noticed him and immediately reached out to take off her own hat, exclaiming, "Haru, why are you wearing a torn hat?!" Haru glanced at the hat his friend held, only to see a palm-sized tear on the crown. He was both astonished and frightened. Images flashed in his mind, of fragments from the explosion swiftly passing just above his head. The fragments were so fast and sharp that they tore through the hat, yet it still remained securely on his head. Overwhelmed with the realization of his narrow escape, 
he couldn't help but burst into tears.

  This young man named Haru is actually my great-grandfather. When my grandmother told me this story, I couldn't help but think that if that shell had deviated a few centimeters, 
I wouldn't have had the opportunity to come into this world and share this story with 
everyone. War is cruel in this way. Death can strike anyone at any moment. When a life is extinguished, all the subsequent lives and the possibilities of a better future vanish as well.
